Hartnell Mission Statement: Dr. Chris Myers spoke to the Senate regarding the on-going process to develop core value statements for the college and possibly re-writing the mission statement.  When asked as to the purpose of these value statements and whether they would replace the vision statements that are currently used to drive the budget, Chris didn’t have a clear response.  However, to those present at the meeting it sounded like these core value statements are a vision statement with a new improved name.  This work will hopefully be accomplished during the Fall 2003 semester.

ASHC Activities: The student senate reported their latest activities to the academic senate.  The students are having their “Apollo Night” on February 28th and the evening appears to be quite interesting.  Tickets are available at the door or before Friday night.  Additionally, the ASHC is organizing a lobby day for students to go to Sacramento to lobby local politicians about the implications of the budget cuts on local students.  The Senate is encouraging all faculty to support this worth while student effort.  In addition to the lobby day, the students are also organizing a letter campaign and email day.

New Policy Revisions:  Mary Dominguez presented the Senate with proposed changes to four student policies.  With several suggested modifications, which were incorporated into the documents, the Senate approved new audit, attendance, concurrent enrollment and grade change policies. Master Course Syllabus: A sub-committee of the Senate presented proposed information that would be included in a master course syllabus.  The Senate suggested several other items that could be beneficial in the master syllabus and the group will now meet with Jenny Smith to begin to develop a master template for faculty use.  The template would be posted on the college web site and available for all faculty to use and then post their class syllabi on the web site for students to access.
