	· A.  MSC (Perkins/Moss)  It was moved to approve the Accreditation Midterm Report with changes.

· B, C, D, F, G, H, I, & J.  MSC (Stenbit/Locci)  It was moved to approve Keith Simmons to Technology Master Planning Committee; James Butler to Staff Development Committee; Chris Moss, Ann Wright, and Diane Salomone to Curriculum Committee; Stelvio Locci as peer evaluator for Ignacio Pando and Hermelinda Rocha-Tabera; Alison Paul as peer evaluator for Liz Estrella; Ignacio Pando as peer evaluator for Frank Carbajal; and to remove Pam Wiese from Hiring Committee; and to remove Peggy Mayfield from Curriculum Committee. 

· E.  MSC (Stenbit/Locci) It was moved to direct the Curriculum Committee to form a subcommittee to review the current General Education core curriculum and to offer recommendations for changes if deemed necessary.



	DISCUSSION ITEMS


	· A.  More discussion of the Accreditation Midterm Report (specifically Standard 4 regarding program elimination) resulted in new wording in Standard 4.A.3 to read, “The Academic Senate has voiced concern that this process has not been implemented properly.”  

· During discussion of Standard 5, Senator Locci questioned if a student representative sits on the Student Services Council.  Sharolyn Robinson will check into that matter.

· More discussion of Standard 7 regarding evaluation of adjunct faculty resulted in modified wording to “…using a process that includes faculty and student input.”  on pages 1 and page 3 of 9.

· Other changes were made to Standard 7 (page 2 of 3) to “..changes in language due to new state laws regarding affirmative action.  Faculty have expressed concern, and the Academic Senate is asking the Administration to review these changes.”

· B.  President Andrea Zarate and other members of SANKOFA came to discuss two concerns.  First, Senators were given copies of a letter addressed to the Board in support of Lydia Hampton-Stewart, a tenured faculty member and former acting nursing director, who was not given a teaching assignment Fall 2003.  President Mendez asked for more information on the situation; this discussion will be continued at the October 14 meeting.

· Second, the Senate was informed of the dire situation facing many athletes who come to Hartnell, especially those on financial aid, which is often distributed 6-8 weeks into the semester.  SANKOFA asked the Senate to investigate ways to support these students. Discussion revolved around legal issues and existing sources of support.  Senator Frank Carbajal reported many athletes show up without adequate means of support even though they have been fully informed of the cost of living in Monterey County.  Senator Stave suggested setting up a foundation to give short-term loans to athletes who need basics.  Others wondered if the existing foundation at the college could fill this need. Some Senators questioned if providing aid to only athletes would be fair since so many of our students have similar needs.

· Fred Anderson volunteered to head a task force to investigate setting up a foundation to support athletes.  Frank Carbajal, Melissa Stave, Stelvio Locci, Ron Waddy, Al Grainger, and Andrea Zarate volunteered to work with Fred.

· C.  Jaime Villarreal from Reprographics came to discuss his perspective on the July 2003 decision to sell packets of instructors’ materials to students in the bookstore.
