The Board of Trustees of the Hartnell Community College District
evaluated the District's urgent. and critical facility needs, including
safety issues, energy reduction and information and computer
technology, in d.evelopun% the scope of projects to be funded, as
outlined in the District's 2001 Hartnell College Facilities Master Plan,
as amended from time to time.  The Board conducted independent
facilities evaluations and received public input and review in
developing the scope of college facmgy projects to be funded, as
listed in the facilities construction, renovation and repair, master plan
which was unanimously approved by the Board of Trustees. In
prepann? the Facnhg Master Plan the Board of Trustees was
advised that it would be less expensive to upgrade and repair
aging community college buildings and classrooms now, than in

- the future. The Master Facilities Plan is on file at the District's Office

Listed repairs, rehabilitation projects and upgrades will be
completed as needed. Each project is assumed to include its share
of equipment, architectural, engineering, and similar planning costs,
construction management, and a customary contingency for
unforeseen design and construction costs. The allocation of "bond

roceeds will be affected by the District's receipt of State matchln%
funds and the final costs of each project. The budget for each projec
is an estimate and may be affected by factors beyond the District's

control. The final cost of each project will be determined as plans are
finalized, construction bids are awarded, and projects are completed.

Eiscal Accountability. The expenditure of bond money on these
projects is subject to stringent financial accountability
requirements. erformance and financial audits will be
gerforr_ned annually, and all bond e;xgenditures will be monitored
y an independent Citizens Oversight Committee to ensure that g
funds are spent as promised and specified. The Cctizens.
Oversight Committee must include, among others,
representation of a bona fide taxpayers association, a business
organization and a senior. citizens organization. No District
employees or vendors are allowed to serve on the Citizens
Oversight Committee.

No Administrator _Salaries. Proceeds from the sale of the bonds
authorized by this proposition shail be used only for the construction,
reconstruction, rehabilitation, or replacement” of college facilities,
including the furnishing and equipping of college facilities, and not for
any othér purpose, including teacher and administrator salaries and
other operating expenses. law, all funds can only be spent on
repair and improvement projects.
